A new tax scam has be-

gun in the United States 

just in time for tax sea-

son.  The return address 

on the e-mail message is 

unusual (“notice”?) - 

(notice@IRS.gov), and 

the subject is IRS – Tax 

Refound (spelling error). 

 

The message states:  Af-

ter the last annual calcula-

tion of your fiscal activity 

we have determined that 

you are eligible to receive 

a tax refund under sec-

tion 501(c)(3) of the In-

ternal Revenue Code.  

Tax refund value is 

$(amount).  Please submit 

the tax refund request 

and allow us 3-6 days in 

 

Don’t respond to the 

scammers.  Delete the 

message instead and then 

report the incident to the 

IRS for further investiga-

tion.
